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In the UK we take a supply of clean, safe drinking water for granted. This is not the case in many other countries and communities across the globe. The current tragic situation in Bangladesh highlights the problems that occur when natural disasters strike. Cyclones, tornadoes, flooding, and hurricanes all mean that there will no longer be a safe supply of drinking water, resulting in disease and death.

Each tutor group within the school is currently involved in fundraising to buy their own Aquabox. The boxes cost £50, mainly to cover the transport costs involved with flying the box to the area most in need of urgent relief. The box can provide 1,100 litres of clean, safe drinking water and comes with a tap and purification tablets (enough for a family of 4 for 4 months). The box has a second function. Before the box is sent, students will fill it with essential everyday items to help a community to survive.

We have been very impressed by the enthusiasm of our students to make this campaign work. By the end of the campaign we hope to have raised enough money to buy 60 Aquaboxes (one per tutor group) and some staff boxes as well.
